sancAficaAon  and  finally  redempAon,  though  not  in  exactly  that  order  as  week  by  week  in  Advent  the  

lecAonary  sounded  each  note.

And  now  ,  let  the  curtain  ascend  and  the  drama  itself  begin  in  the  story  of  the  IncarnaAon  and  God’s  

coming  among  us  in  great  humility,  the  birth  of  a  savior  who  is  Christ  the  Lord.
